The firstis BtLEA]. BFLEA is a form of the verb BtLICt which means “to
meet” or “to see.”

The second word is B2 & LI Ct which is the polite form of the adjective
Bt2rCh. This translates to mean “to be glad, happy, or welcome.”

It is a great phrase to use when you are meeting or introducing yourself to
someone new.
